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C. ELIGIBILITY CONDITIONS
At the time of submission of the application for scholarship, a candidate should

1. hold a FIRST Class Post-graduate degree with a minimum 60% marks in
aggregate in both graduate and post graduate level,

2. already be registered/admitted for Ph.D. degree with a recognized
University/Institution in India. Those who have applied for registration
and have not yet been registered at the time of submission of application,
are not eligible to apply,

3. not be above 35 years of age,

4. be a full-time Ph.D. Scholar.

3. Shortlisted candidates will be called for an interview any time during
November/December.
4. The Scholarship will commence from January every year.
